James Albis, Office Director, DEEP presented on the existing statutory authority to create regional waste
authorities.

Resource Recovery Authority origins and current initiatives.

Jennifer Heaton-Jones, Executive Director, HRRA presented on the Housatonic Resources Recovery
Authority origins and current initiatives.

I1l. Roundtable

Members discussed the authorization provided in the Connecticut General Statutes to create regional
waste authorities. Presenters SCRRA and HRRA responded to questions regarding their respective
models and organizational structures. Questions were also received regarding perceived trepidation of
municipalities in losing a sense of control over standard solid waste procedures and how regional waste
authorities can address environmental justice. Other members asked about SCRRRA’s plan for a
composting facility and regional waste authority support for unit-based pricing programs in general. The
group also discussed resources for interested municipalities, including how to receive guidance from
DEEP, Councils of Governments, and existing regional waste authorities.

Bud McAllister, Partners in Caring Communities of New London, commented on the importance of
composting efforts and asked if there’s anything in the regional waste authority agreements that would
prevent the creation of a recycling center in New London.



Joanna Wozniac-Brown, CT OPM asked about any local ordinances or agreements that have created any
problems related to the consideration of organic diversion in municipalities.
