SANITARY SURVEY METER READING INFORMATION REQUEST
(Systems with Wells, Surface Water and/or Interconnections)
Instructions: Section 19-13-B102(n) requires that a community water systems have meters to measure the amount of reservoir withdrawal and water delivered to a distribution system.  Representative weekly readings of instantaneous flow rate (gpm) and total quantity of water over the previous week shall be taken recorded and retained for reference.  Such records shall be submitted to the DPH upon request.  The DPH is not requesting all readings be provided however to assess a system’s demands versus supply the following summary of the readings is being requested for the past three calendar years.
"Source of supply" means any well, spring, reservoir, stream, river or other location where water is siphoned, pumped, channeled, or withdrawn for water supply purposes, including interconnections with other water companies

"Average Daily Demand" (ADD) means the total annual production from all sources of supply divided by the number of days in that calendar year
“Average Day” (AD) means the total annual water volume withdrawn from a source or produced from a WTP divided by the number of days in that calendar year
"Maximum Month Average Day Demand" (MMADD) means the highest water demand in a month calculated by dividing the total production from all sources of supply for each calendar month by the number of days in that month and expressed in gallons per day
“Maximum Month Average Day” (MMAD) means the highest water volume withdrawn from a source(s) or produced from a WTP in a month calculated by dividing the total for a calendar month by the number of days in that month and expressed in gallons per day
"Peak Day Demand" (PDD) means the annual maximum daily rate of water use measured in gallons per day

“Peak Day” (PD) means the annual maximum daily rate of water withdrawn from a source(s) or produced from a WTP measured in gallons per day
