We are keeping Friday afternoon but moving to 12;30 

to allow for lunch. As discussed, most meetings have 

1 hour of content, with the additional 2 hours for local 

projects or to work on Content sheet updates.  
 
 

Most that were able to participate in this Grand 

Rounds, thought it was informative. Some concerns 

mentioned focused on having the conversation and 

fine line between harm reduction and effectively 

communicating the risks. A revised guidance 

document will be shared, and the State agency is in 

ongoing communication with DMHAS, DCF and 

FASD-SEI about emerging issues. Main take home 

message: Legal doesn’t mean safe. And reducing or 

stopping is to be encouraged. Increased potency of 

both medical and recreational cannabis is a factor 

and we do know that women of childbearing age 

have reported increased use over time with various 

State legalization programs. Other concerns are safe 

storage. Like our advisories about keeping children 

away from and third hand smoke, emphasis on 

keeping products away from children and pets is 

another key point. If you or your colleagues have not 

viewed the webinar, please encourage them to 

review it.
