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PART I. SCOPE OF SERVICES, CONTRACT PERFORMANCE, BUDGET, REPORTS,
PROGRAM-SPECIFIC AND AGENCY-SPECIFIC SECTIONS

The Contractor shall provide the following specific services for the Nutrition Supplemental Program program(s) and
shall comply with the terms and conditions set forth in this Contract as required by the Agency, including but not
limited to the requirements and measurements for scope of services, Contract performance, quality assurance, repotts,
terms of payment and budget. No sections in this Part I shall be interpreted to negate, supersede or contradict any
section of Part II. In the event of any such inconsistency between Part I and Part II, the sections of Part IT shall
control.

A. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

1. The Contractor shall purchase high protein or other nutritionally beneficial supplemental food and provide
nutritional assistance and/or emergency food assistance to at least twelve hundred (1,200) low-income
individuals (hereinafter referred to as “clients”.)

2. Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor shall provide nutrition services or activities which
include but are not limited to:

a. Food pantry services shall include organizing and operating a community based distribution outlet of
locally donated food (e.g. canned goods, commodities and overstocked produce) to low-income clients.
Food Pantry services may also include cash resource assistance to regional food banks for the purchase of

bulk foods. Food Pantry services will be provided to at least 1,200 clients.

3. Target Population. The Contractor agrees to provide program services to the following groups who have
reported incomes at or below 235% of the federal poverty level and:

a. Clients who reside in the Town of Manchester, CT; and Bolton, CT.
b. The working poor, the eldetly, those temporarily unemployed, on a fixed income, homeless, disabled,
low-income, and who are unable to obtain assistance from any other source.
4. 'The Contractor shall leverage existing resources such as SNAP to enhance its provision of program services
to the target population.
B. PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION:

1. Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor will staff the Program with the following positions:

a. Program Director, 1, full-time @ 18% of salary charged to grant
b. Volunteers, 3-4 each day

2. The Contractor will provide program services at 460 Main Street, Manchester, CT. Standard program
hours of operation will be Monday & Wednesday from 9-11, Tuesday from 2-5p.m. and Thursday from 3-
6 pm, during the contract period.

3. 'The Contractor’s administrative office is located at 466 Main Street, Manchester, CT.

4. The Contractor will convene full Board of Directors meetings at least 6 times during the contract period.
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5. The Contractor agrees to develop and maintain policies relative to personnel. Said personnel policies shall
be maintained at the Contractor’s location in the Contractor’s files and be made available to the
Department as requested by the Department, its representatives and its agents. The Contractor further
agrees to submit a copy of its personnel policies to the Department, if requested, within ten days of receipt
of such request.

PROGRAM EVALUATION:

The Contractor agrees to conduct an annual self-assessment. The Contractor's Board of Directors will annually
monitor the NSP to assess its goals, progress, and effectiveness and will produce a report with recommendations
to the Contractor's staff. This report will be made available to the Department's Program representative at the
time of the annual Department on-site review. Clients will participate in the Program’s evaluation process by
completing the Contractor’s customer satisfaction surveys. Customers will be involved in the Program evaluation
process by completing a service satisfaction survey.

QUALITY ASSURANCE COMPLIANCE:

1. The Contractor agrees to comply with any and all applicable regulations adopted by the Department or
other Departments pursuant to the services provided under this contract and, as applicable, require that
all pertinent subcontractors comply as well.

2. The performance of the Contractor, and any applicable subcontractors, shall be reviewed and evaluated at
least annually by Department staff. Such reviews and evaluations may be performed by examination of
customer records, service logs, other documents and reports, and a meeting(s) with Contractor staff
and/or customers and Board members. Site visits will be conducted at funded facilities and program sites
administered by the Contractor.

CLIENT-BASED OUCTOMES AND MEASURES:

The Contractor will implement the Program and services described herein to result in the following outcomes on
behalf of the clients in the Program. Such outcomes will be measured in the manner described herein and
documented in the customer’s service plan/case records and Program natrative reports as described in Part I,
Section H of this contract. The Department will monitor outcome results achieved pursuant to these outcomes
and measures.

OUTCOME 1

Low-income clients will experience less food insecurity and have a more stable source of nutritious foods
available.

MEASURES 1

a. Atleast 90% out of the total 1,200 client households in need of food received emergency or
supplemental food from the Contractor’s food pantry as documented in the program attendance
records.
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F. FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS:

1. Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor will ensure that funds made available under this
contract will be used to support initiatives designed to assist the clients served as identified in Part I
Section A. of this contract. Documentation of goals and objectives will be included in the required
Progress Narrative Reports described in Part I, Section H.1 of this contract.

2. Inaddition to Part II, Section of this contract, The State requires that the language of the following
certification be included in the award documents for all sub-awards at all tiers including subcontracts, sub-
grants, and contracts under sub-recipients, which shall certify and disclose accordingly. The Contractor
certifies that:

a. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the state, to any
person for influencing or attempting to influence any officer or employee of any agency, member
of Congtress, an officer or employee of, or an employee of a member of Congtess, or an employee
of a member of Congtress in connection with the awarding of any Federal loan, the entering into of
any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification
of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement.

b. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person
for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of
Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in
connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan or cooperative agreement, the State shall
complete and submit standard Federal form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying,"
(obtained from Health and Human Services) in accordance with its instructions.

3. If Federal Block Grant funding is appropriated to this contract, the Department assumes no liability for
payment unless the terms of this contract are in accordance with a legislatively-approved block grant plan, as
provided by Connecticut General Statues §4-28b.

G. SUBCONTRACTED SERVICES:

1. The Contractor agrees to notify the Department prior to finalizing any subcontractor relationship for
direct human services covered under this agreement.

2. Any subcontract shall contain terms that require the subcontractor to maintain books, records,
documents, program and individual service records, and other evidence of its accounting and billing
procedures and practices which sufficiently and propetly reflect all direct and indirect costs; that these
records shall be subject at all reasonable times to monitoring, inspection, review or audit by authorized
employees of the State, or, where applicable, federal agencies; and that the subcontractor shall retain all
such records concerning this contract for a period of 3 years after the completion and submission to the
State of the Contractot’s annual financial audit.

3. The Contractor agrees to be responsible to the Department for the performance of said subcontractor.
The establishment of a subcontractor relationship shall not relieve the Contractor of any responsibility or
liability under the contract. The Contractor shall bear full responsibility, without recourse to the
Department for their performance.
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H. PROGRAMMATIC REPORTING:

1. The Contractor will submit to the Department quarterly progress narrative reports within 30 days of the
end of each quarterly period. The final progress narrative report will include a summary to address the
Program’s outcomes and measures and is due within 60 days of the end of the contract period.

2. The Contractor will submit such required programmatic reports to the Department’s Program

representative located at the Department of Social Services, 55 Farmington Avenue, SNAP Division,
Hartford, CT 06105.

I. FINANCIAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.

1. The Contractor shall submit Interim and Financial Reports to the Department, reporting the actual income
and expenditures for each funded program, on forms provided by the Department.

2. The Contractor will submit to the Department fiscal reports on the Department’s provided forms on or
before October 31, January 31, April 30, and July 31 of each year during the contract period. The final
fiscal report shall be due within 60 days of the end of the contract period.

3. The Contractor will submit such required financial reports to the Department’s Program representative
located at Department of Social Services, SNAP Division, 55 Farmington Ave, Hartford, CT 06105.

I. BUDGET AND PAYMENT PROVISIONS:

1. The Department agrees to pay for the services provided and as described under this contract for an
amount not to exceed $52,222.00 for the contract period July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016 and
$52,222.00 for the contract period July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017 for a total contract amount of
$104,444.00.

2. The Contractor agrees to utilize Department funds in accordance with the budget contained herein.

3. The Contractor will submit a written request for payment on a quarterly basis. Each payment request
must be submitted on a DSS W-1270 Form to the Department’s Program representative located at the
Department of Social Services, 55 Farmington Avenue, SNAP Division, Hartford, CT 06105. Requests
for payment will be honored and funds released based on submission by the Contractor, with review and
acceptance by the Department, of quarterly financial reports; the availability of funds; and the
Contractor’s satisfactory compliance with the terms of the contract.

4. When the Department’s review of any financial report or on-site examination of the Contractor’s financial
records indicate that under expenditure or under utilization of contract funds is likely to occur by the end
of the contract year, the Department may, with advance notice to the Contractor, alter the payment
schedule for the balance of the contract period.

5. Surplus/Excess Payments: In the event the Department has advanced funds to the Contractor or
overpaid the Contractor, the Contractor shall at the end of the contract period, or eatlier if the contract is
terminated, return to the Department in full, any unexpended funds within 30 days; or such unexpended
funds may, at the discretion of the Commissioner of the Department, be carried over and used as part of
a new contract period if a new similar contract is executed.
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K. PROVISIONS RELATED TO EXPENDITURES:

1. Expenditures shall be defined as expenses incurred by the Contractor, on an accrual basis, in delivering
the services described in Part I herein, and in categories that the Department has agreed to pay in
accordance with Part I, Section J.2 above.

2. The Contractor’s expenditures may vary in the amount per category from those set forth in the approved
budget, provided that such variance does not materially change the services described in this Part I. The
Contractor may not vary the category of expenditures set forth in the approved budget absent the
Department’s written approval in accordance with Part I, Section L.2. below.

3. During the term of the contract, the Contractor shall notify the Department of the categories of and
actual expenditures made under the contract in accordance with Part I, Section H above.

4. The Contractor shall maintain records sufficient to report the expenditures made under the contract and
shall, if requested, provide such records to the Department.

5. The Contractor may allocate expenditures such as administrative and general, rent, utilities, etc., under the
contract provided that:

a.  such allocated expenditures were included by category in the budget, and

b.  the procedure for allocation is reasonable and does not unfairly burden the Department with
expenditures properly applied to services beyond those needed to deliver services described in this
Part L.

L. BUDGET VARIANCE

1. The Contractor may transfer funds from one category to another (except for equipment) in the agreed
upon and approved budget for a single component without prior notification to the Department under
the following conditions:

a.  The amount by which a single category except for salaries or wages may be increased may not exceed
20% of the approved amount. This applies only to category amounts in the formally approved
budget and subsequently approved budget revisions. Budget flexibility is to be applied to each
component separately and is not to be computed on the composite budget items;

b.  The Contractor may vary an individual salary or wage by no more than 15% of the approved
amount;

c.  The number of people or the percentage of time charged to a job classification may be increased,
provided this does not exceed the flexibility cited above; and/or

d.  The Contractor may not make any transfer under this procedure which involves any of the categories
or kinds of expenditures specifically listed below.

All such transfers shall be reflected on the next submitted financial report.

2. The Department requires the following changes in approved program budgets to have prior written
Department approval by a formal budget revision:

a.  The purchase of an item of equipment not approved in the original budget;
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b. A transfer which involves an increase of an approved category amount by more than 20%;
c. A transfer which involves an increase in salary or wages by more than 15%;

d.  Any increase in compensation for services under a third party contract;

e.  Any transfer of funds from one component to another; and/or

f.  Any transfer of budgeted program income or food reimbursement.
The Department will respond to a propetly executed request within 45 calendar days of receipt.

3. No budget revisions proposed by the Contractor may be submitted later than 45 calendar days before the
contract has ended, except that the Department may entertain, at any time, a budget revision for the
purpose of increasing funds for the audit of the program. The final financial report will show all category
overruns. Costs incurred after the end of the budget period shall be disallowed except where the
Department has expressly approved in writing and in advance.

PROCEDURE FOR TERMINATION. In addition to the provisions in Part II of this contract, upon
delivery to the Contractor of a Notice of Termination specifying the nature of the termination and the date upon
which such termination becomes effective the Contractor shall:

1. Stop work under the contract on the date and to the extent specified in the Notice of Termination.

2. If the Department so directs, terminate all subcontracts to the extent that they relate to the performance of
work terminated by the Notice of Termination or assign to the Department in the manner and to the extent
directed by the Department all of the right, title, and interest of the Contractor under the subcontracts not so
terminated, in which case the Department shall have the right, in its discretion, to settle or pay any and all
claims arising out of the termination of such subcontracts.

3. Complete the performance of the work that has not been terminated by the Notice of Termination.

4. Be entitled to payment for services rendered through the effective date of termination.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS:

1. Contractor Procurements: The Contractor agrees to conduct procurements of equipment, services,
and/or supplies necessary to discharge its duties under this contract through the use of competitive bids.
The Contractor must retain evidence of its procurements in its files for audit purposes. Contractors may
obtain procurement guidance from the Department, as required, through their named Liaison.

2. Equipment and Supplies:

a.  Equipment shall mean all tangible personal property such as tables, chairs, lamps, desks, copying
machine, typewriters, computer equipment, etc., with a normal useful life of at least one year and an
acquisition cost of more than $2,500.

b.  Supplies shall mean all tangible personal property other than equipment.

c.  Purchase of equipment and supplies by the contract shall be limited to those items essential to

carrying out the program, operations and/or services authorized by this contract and approved by
the Department Contract Administrator.
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d.  The Contractor shall maintain an inventory of all equipment and shall provide copies of the
inventory to the Department upon acquisition of the equipment or as requested by the Department
Contract Administrator. The Department shall determine the inventory data requirements.

e.  Anyitem of equipment purchased under this agreement, may not be discarded, sold or removed
from the inventory without the prior written approval of the Department Contract Administrator.

f.  Prior to the expiration or termination of the contact by either party, the Department will determine
the manner of the disposition of all equipment and unused supplies purchased under this agreement,
in accordance with Part I, Section O.2.c. above.

g.  Within 90 days of the termination of this contract, the Contractor will be informed in writing by the
Department Contract Administrator as to the disposition method of equipment and unused supplies
if the Contractor goes out of business.

Audit Exceptions: In addition to and not in any way in limitation of the obligation of the agreement, it
is understood and agreed by the Contractor that the Contractor shall be held liable for any State or
Federal audit exceptions and shall return to the Department all payments made under the agreement to
which exception has been taken or which have been disallowed because of such an exception.

Severability: If any provision of this contract is declared or found to be illegal, unenforceable, or void,

then both parties shall be relieved of all obligations under that provision. The remainder of this contract
shall be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.

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PART II. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The Contractor shall comply with the following terms and conditions.

A. Definitions. Unless otherwise indicated, the following terms shall have the following corresponding

definitions:
1. “Bid” shall mean a bid submitted in response to a solicitation.
2. “Breach” shall mean a party’s failure to perform some contracted-for or agreed-upon act, or his failure to

comply with a duty imposed by law which is owed to another or to society.

“Cancellation” shall mean an end to the Contract affected pursuant to a right which the Contract creates
due to a Breach.

“Claims” shall mean all actions, suits, claims, demands, investigations and proceedings of any kind, open,
pending or threatened, whether mature, unmatured, contingent, known or unknown, at law or in equity,
in any forum.

“Client” shall mean a recipient of the Contractor’s Services.

“Contract” shall mean this agreement, as of its effective date, between the Contractor and the State for
Services.

“Contractor Parties” shall mean a Contractor’s members, directors, officers, shareholders, partners,
managers, principal officers, representatives, agents, servants, consultants, employees or any one of them
or any other person or entity with whom the Contractor is in privity of oral or written contract (e.g.
subcontractor) and the Contractor intends for such other person or entity to perform under the Contract
in any capacity. For the purpose of this Contract, vendors of support services, not otherwise known as
human service providers or educators, shall not be considered subcontractors, e.g. lawn care, unless such
activity is considered part of a training, vocational or educational program.

“Data” shall mean all results, technical information and materials developed and/or obtained in the
petformance of the Services hereunder, including but not limited to all reports, sutvey and evaluation tools,
surveys and evaluations, plans, charts, recordings (video and/or sound), pictutes, curticula, electronically
prepared presentations, public awareness or prevention campaign materials, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs and printouts, notes and memoranda, and documents, whether finished
or unfinished, which result from or are prepared in connection with the Services performed hereunder.

“Day” shall mean all calendar days, other than Saturdays, Sundays and days designated as national or
State of Connecticut holidays upon which banks in Connecticut are closed.

“Expiration” shall mean an end to the Contract due to the completion in full of the mutual
performances of the parties or due to the Contract’s term being completed.

“Force Majeure” shall mean events that materially affect the Services or the time schedule within which
to perform and are outside the control of the party asserting that such an event has occurred, including,
but not limited to, labor troubles unrelated to the Contractor, failure of or inadequate permanent power,
unavoidable casualties, fire not caused by the Contractor, extraordinary weather conditions, disasters,
riots, acts of God, insurrection or wat.
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“Personal Information” shall mean any name, number or other information that may be used, alone or
in conjunction with any other information, to identify a specific individual including, but not limited to,
such individual's name, date of birth, mothet's maiden name, motor vehicle operatot's license numbert,
Social Security number, employee identification number, employer or taxpayer identification number,
alien registration number, government passport number, health insurance identification number, demand
deposit account number, savings account number, credit card number, debit card number or unique
biometric data such as fingerprint, voice print, retina or iris image, or other unique physical
representation. Without limiting the foregoing, Personal Information shall also include any information
regarding clients that the Department classifies as “confidential” or “restricted.” Personal Information
shall not include information that may be lawfully obtained from publicly available sources or from
federal, state, or local government records which are lawfully made available to the general public.

“Personal Information Breach” shall mean an instance where an unauthorized person or entity accesses
Personal Information in any manner, including but not limited to the following occurrences: (1) any
Personal Information that is not encrypted or protected is misplaced, lost, stolen or in any way
compromised; (2) one or more third parties have had access to or taken control or possession of any
Personal Information that is not encrypted or protected without prior written authorization from the
State; (3) the unauthorized acquisition of encrypted or protected Personal Information together with the
confidential process or key that is capable of compromising the integrity of the Personal Information; or
(4) if there is a substantial risk of identity theft or fraud to the client, the Contractor, the Department or
State.

“Records” shall mean all working papers and such other information and materials as may have been
accumulated and/or produced by the Contractor in performing the Contract, including but not limited to,
documents, data, plans, books, computations, drawings, specifications, notes, reports, records, estimates,
summaries and correspondence, kept ot stored in any form.

“Services” shall mean the performance of Services as stated in Part I of this Contract.

“State” shall mean the State of Connecticut, including any agency, office, department, board, council,
commission, institution or other executive branch agency of State Government.

“Termination” shall mean an end to the Contract affected pursuant to a right which the Contract
creates, other than for a Breach.

B. Client-Related Safeguards.

1. Inspection of Work Performed.

(a) The Agency or its authorized representative shall at all times have the right to enter into the Contractor
or Contractor Parties’ premises, or such other places where duties under the Contract are being
performed, to inspect, to monitor or to evaluate the work being performed in accordance with Conn.
Gen. Stat. § 4e-29 to ensure compliance with this Contract. The Contractor and all subcontractors
must provide all reasonable facilities and assistance to Agency representatives. All inspections and
evaluations shall be performed in such a manner as will not unduly delay work. The Contractor shall
disclose information on clients, applicants and their families as requested unless otherwise prohibited by
federal or state law. Written evaluations pursuant to this Section shall be made available to the
Contractor.

(b) The Contractor must incorporate this section verbatim into any Contract it enters into with any
subcontractor providing services under this Contract.
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Safeguarding Client Information. The Agency and the Contractor shall safeguard the use, publication and
disclosure of information on all applicants for and all Clients who receive Services under this Contract with
all applicable federal and state law concerning confidentiality and as may be further provided under the
Contract.

Reporting of Client Abuse or Neglect. The Contractor shall comply with all reporting requirements
relative to Client abuse and neglect, including but not limited to requirements as specified in C.G.S.§§ 17a-
101 through 103, 19a-216, 46b-120 (related to children); C.G.S.§ 46a-11b (relative to persons with mental
retardation); and C.G.S.§ 17b-407 (relative to eldetly persons).

Background Checks. The State may require that the Contractor and Contractor Parties undergo
criminal background checks as provided for in the State of Connecticut Department of Public Safety
Administration and Operations Manual or such other State document as governs procedures for
background checks. The Contractor and Contractor Parties shall cooperate fully as necessary or
reasonably requested with the State and its agents in connection with such background checks.

C. Contractor Obligations.

Any liability arising from such a release by the
Contractor shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor and the Contractor shall indemnify and hold
harmless the Agency, unless the Agency or its agents co-authored said publication and said release is done
with the prior written approval of the Agency Head. All publications shall contain the following statement:
“This publication does not express the views of the [insert Agency name] or the State of Connecticut. The
views and opinions expressed are those of the authors.” Neither the Contractor nor any of its agents shall
copyright Data and information obtained under this Contract, unless expressly previously authorized in
writing by the Agency. The Agency shall have the right to publish, duplicate, use and disclose all such Data in
any manner, and may authorize others to do so. The Agency may copyright any Data without prior Notice to
the Contractor. The Contractor does not assume any responsibility for the use, publication or disclosure
solely by the Agency of such Data.

Organizational Information, Conflict of Interest, IRS Form 990. During the term of this Contract and
for the one hundred eighty (180) days following its date of Termination and/or Cancellation, the Contractor
shall upon the Agency’s request provide copies of the following documents within ten (10) Days after receipt
of the request:

(@) its most recent IRS Form 990 submitted to the Internal Revenue Service, and
(b) its most recent Annual Report filed with the Connecticut Secretary of the State’s Office or such other
information that the Agency deems appropriate with respect to the organization and affiliation of the

Contractor and related entities.

This provision shall continue to be binding upon the Contractor for one hundred and eighty (180) Days
following the termination or cancellation of the Contract.

The Contractor shall comply with requirements relating to the receipt or use of federal funds. The
Agency shall specify all such requirements in Part I of this Contract.

The Contractor acknowledges that the Agency has established a policy, as mandated by section 6032
of the Deficit Reduction Act (DRA) of 2005, P.L. 109-171, that provides detailed information about
the Federal False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C. §§ 3729-3733, and other laws supporting the detection and
prevention of fraud and abuse.

(1) Contractor acknowledges that it has received a copy of said policy and shall comply with its
terms, as amended, and with all applicable state and federal laws, regulations and rules.
Contractor shall provide said policy to subcontractors and shall require compliance with the
terms of the policy.

The Agency may cancel or terminate this Contract immediately if at any point the Contractor,
subcontractor or any of their employees are sanctioned, suspended, excluded from or otherwise
become ineligible to participate in federal health care programs.

Requests for any audit or inspection shall be in writing, at least ten (10) days prior to the requested date.
All audits and inspections shall be at the requester’s expense. The State may request an audit or
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inspection at any time during the Contract term and for three (3) years after Termination, Cancellation
or Expiration of the Contract. The Contractor shall cooperate fully with the State and its agents in
connection with an audit or inspection. Following any audit or inspection, the State may conduct and
the Contractor shall cooperate with an exit conference.

(c) For purposes of this subsection as it relates to State grants, the word “Contractor” shall be read to
mean “nonstate entity,” as that term is defined in C.G.S. § 4-230.

(d) The Contractor must incorporate this section verbatim into any Contract it enters into with any
subcontractor providing services under this Contract.

6. Related Party Transactions. The Contractor shall report all related party transactions, as defined in this
section, to the Agency on an annual basis in the appropriate fiscal report as specified in Part I of this
Contract. “Related party” means a person or organization related through marriage, ability to control,
ownership, family or business association. Past exercise of influence or control need not be shown, only
the potential or ability to directly or indirectly exercise influence or control. “Related party transactions”
between a Contractor or Contractor Party and a related party include, but are not limited to:

No Contractor Party
shall acquire any direct right of payment from the Agency by virtue of this section or any other section of
this Contract. The use of Contractor Parties shall not relieve the Contractor of any responsibility or liability
under this Contract. The Contractor shall make available copies of all subcontracts to the Agency upon
request.

Independent Capacity of Contractor. The Contractor and Contractor Parties shall act in an
independent capacity and not as officers or employees of the state of Connecticut or of the Agency.

Indemnification.

(@) The Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the state of Connecticut and its officers,
representatives, agents, servants, employees, successors and assigns from and against any and all:

(1)  claims arising directly or indirectly, in connection with the Contract, including the acts of
commission or omission (collectively the “Acts”) of the Contractor or Contractor Parties; and

(2) liabilities, damages, losses, costs and expenses, including but not limited to attorneys’ and other
professionals’ fees, arising, directly or indirectly, in connection with Claims, Acts or the
Contract. The Contractor shall use counsel reasonably acceptable to the State in carrying out its
indemnification and hold-harmless obligations under this Contract. The Contractor’s
obligations under this section to indemnify, defend and hold harmless against Claims includes
Claims concerning confidentiality of any part of or all of the bid or any records, and intellectual
property rights, other propriety rights of any person or entity, copyrighted or uncopyrighted
compositions, secret processes, patented or unpatented inventions, articles or appliances
furnished or used in the performance of the Contract.

(b) The Contractor shall reimburse the State for any and all damages to the real or personal property of
the State caused by the Acts of the Contractor or any Contractor Parties. The State shall give the
Contractor reasonable notice of any such Claims.

(¢) The Contractor’s duties under this Section shall remain fully in effect and binding in accordance with
the terms and conditions of the Contract, without being lessened or compromised in any way, even
where the Contractor is alleged or is found to have merely contributed in part to the Acts giving rise
to the Claims and/or where the State is alleged or is found to have contributed to the Acts giving
rise to the Claims.

(d) The Contractor shall carry and maintain at all times during the term of the Contract, and during the
time that any sections survive the term of the Contract, sufficient general liability insurance to satisty
its obligations under this Contract. The Contractor shall name the State as an additional insured on
the policy and shall provide a copy of the policy to the Agency prior to the effective date of the
Contract. The Contractor shall not begin performance until the delivery of the policy to the Agency.

() The rights provided in this section for the benefit of the State shall encompass the recovery of
attorneys’ and other professionals’ fees expended in pursuing a Claim against a third party.

(f) This section shall survive the Termination, Cancellation or Expiration of the Contract, and shall not
be limited by reason of any insurance coverage.
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Insurance. Before commencing performance, the Agency may require the Contractor to obtain and
maintain specified insurance coverage. In the absence of specific Agency requirements, the Contractor
shall obtain and maintain the following insurance coverage at its own cost and expense for the duration of
the Contract:

If a general aggregate is used, the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to
the services to be performed under this Contract or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the
occurrence limit;

If the vendor/contractor does not own an
automobile, but one is used in the execution of this Contract, then only hired and non-owned
coverage is required.

Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability. Statutory coverage in compliance with the

Compensation laws of the State of Connecticut. Coverage shall include Employer’s Liability with
minimum limits of $100,000 each accident, $500,000 Disease — Policy limit, $100,000 each employee.

The Contract shall be deemed to have been made in the City of Hartford, State of Connecticut.

Both Parties agree that it is fair and reasonable for the validity and construction of the Contract to
be, and it shall be, governed by the laws and court decisions of the State of Connecticut, without giving
effect to its principles of conflicts of laws. To the extent that any immunities provided by federal law or
the laws of the State of Connecticut do not bar an action against the State, and to the extent that these
courts are courts of competent jurisdiction, for the purpose of venue, the complaint shall be made
returnable to the Judicial District of Hartford only or shall be brought in the United States District
Court for the District of Connecticut only, and shall not be transferred to any other court, provided,
however, that nothing here constitutes a waiver or compromise of the sovereign immunity of the State
of Connecticut. The Contractor waives any objection which it may now have or will have to the laying
of venue of any Claims in any forum and further irrevocably submits to such jurisdiction in any suit,
action or proceeding.

Any dispute concerning the interpretation or application of this Contract shall be decided by the
Agency Head or his /her designee whose decision shall be final, subject to any rights the Contractor
may have pursuant to state law. In appealing a dispute to the Agency Head pursuant to this section,
the Contractor shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its
appeal. Pending final resolution of a dispute, the Contractor and the Agency shall proceed diligently
with the performance of the Contract.

The Contractor agrees that the sole and exclusive means for the presentation of any claim against the
State arising from this Contract shall be in accordance with Title 4, Chapter 53 of the Connecticut
General Statutes (Claims Against the State) and the Contractor further agrees not to initiate legal
proceedings, except as authorized by that Chapter, in any state or federal coutrt in addition to or in
lieu of said Chapter 53 proceedings.
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Compliance with Law and Policy, Facility Standards and Licensing. Contractor shall comply with
all:

(a) pertinent local, state and federal laws and regulations as well as Agency policies and procedures
applicable to contractor’s programs as specified in this Contract. The Agency shall notify the
Contractor of any applicable new or revised laws, regulations, policies or procedures which the
Agency has responsibility to promulgate or enforce; and

(b) applicable local, state and federal licensing, zoning, building, health, fire and safety regulations or
ordinances, as well as standards and criteria of pertinent state and federal authorities.

The Contractor shall
provide the Agency with such reports as the Agency requests as required by this Contract.

Delinquent Reports. The Contractor shall submit required reports by the designated due dates as
identified in this Contract. After notice to the Contractor and an opportunity for a meeting with an Agency
representative, the Agency reserves the right to withhold payments for services performed under this
Contract if the Agency has not received acceptable progtess reports, expenditure reports, refunds, and/or
audits as required by this Contract or previous contracts for similar or equivalent services the Contractor has
entered into with the Agency. This section shall survive any Termination of the Contract or the Expiration
of its term.

Record Keeping and Access. The Contractor shall maintain books, Records, documents, program and
individual service records and other evidence of its accounting and billing procedures and practices which
sufficiently and propetly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature incurred in the performance of this
Contract. These Records shall be subject at all reasonable times to monitoring, inspection, review or audit by
authorized employees or agents of the State or, where applicable, federal agencies. The Contractor shall
retain all such Records concerning this Contract for a period of three (3) years after the completion and
submission to the State of the Contractot’s annual financial audit.

Protection of Personal Information.

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Each Contractor or Contractor Party shall implement and maintain a comprehensive data security
program for the protection of Personal Information. The safeguards contained in such program
shall be consistent with and comply with the safeguards for protection of Personal Information, and
information of a similar character, as set forth in all applicable federal and state law and written policy
of the Department or State concerning the confidentiality of Personal Information. Such data-security
program shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

Such
credit monitoring or protection plan shall be made available by the Contractor at its own cost and
expense to all individuals affected by the Personal Information Breach. Such credit monitoring or
protection plan shall include, but is not limited to reimbursement for the cost of placing and lifting
one (1) security freeze per credit file pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes § 36a-701a. Such
credit monitoring or protection plans shall be approved by the State in accordance with this Section
and shall cover a length of time commensurate with the circumstances of the Personal Information
Breach. The Contractors’ costs and expenses for the credit monitoring and protection plan shall not
be recoverable from the Department, any State of Connecticut entity or any affected individuals.

The Contractor shall incorporate the requirements of this Section in all subcontracts requiring each
Contractor Party to safeguard Personal Information in the same manner as provided for in this
Section.

Nothing in this Section shall supersede in any manner Contractor’s or Contractor Party’s obligations
pursuant to HIPAA or the provisions of this Contract concerning the obligations of the Contractor
as a Business Associate of the Department.

The Contractor shall provide written Notice to the Agency of any final decision by any tribunal or state
or federal agency or court which is adverse to the Contractor or which results in a settlement,
compromise or claim or agreement of any kind for any action or proceeding brought against the
Contractor or its employee or agent under the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 as revised or
amended from time to time, Executive Orders Nos. 3 & 17 of Governor Thomas J. Meskill and any
other requirements of federal or state law concerning equal employment opportunities or
nondiscriminatory practices.

Sovereign Immunity. The Contractor and Contractor Parties acknowledge and agree that nothing in the
Contract, or the solicitation leading up to the Contract, shall be construed as a modification, compromise
or waiver by the State of any rights or defenses of any immunities provided by Federal law or the laws of
the State of Connecticut to the State or any of its officers and employees, which they may have had, now
have or will have with respect to all matters arising out of the Contract. To the extent that this Section
conflicts with any other Section, this Section shall govern.

No amendment to or modification or other alteration of this Contract shall be valid or binding upon
the parties unless made in writing, signed by the parties and, if applicable, approved by the OAG.

The Agency may amend this Contract to reduce the contracted amount of compensation if:

(1) the total amount budgeted by the State for the operation of the Agency or Services provided
under the program is reduced or made unavailable in any way; or

(2) federal funding reduction results in reallocation of funds within the Agency.

If the Agency decides to reduce the compensation, the Agency shall send written Notice to the
Contractor.

If the parties fail to negotiate an implementation schedule,
then the Agency may terminate the Contract effective no earlier than sixty (60) Days from the date that
the Contractor receives written notification of Termination and the date that work under this Contract
shall cease.

No such change shall relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for the accuracy and completeness
of the performance. The Agency, after receiving written Notice from the Contractor of any such
change, may require such contracts, releases and other instruments evidencing, to the Agency’s
satisfaction, that any individuals retiring or otherwise separating from the Contractor have been
compensated in full or that allowance has been made for compensation in full, for all work
performed under terms of the Contract. The Contractor shall deliver such documents to the Agency
in accordance with the terms of the Agency’s written request. The Agency may also require, and the
Contractor shall deliver, a financial statement showing that solvency of the Contractor is maintained.

If either party Breaches this Contract in any respect, the non-breaching party shall provide written
notice of the Breach to the breaching party and afford the breaching party an opportunity to cure
within ten (10) Days from the date that the breaching party receives the notice. In the case of a
Contractor Breach, the Agency may modify the ten (10) day cure period in the notice of Breach. The
right to cure period shall be extended if the non-breaching party is satisfied that the breaching party
is making a good faith effort to cure, but the nature of the Breach is such that it cannot be cured
within the right to cure period. The Notice may include an effective Contract cancellation date if the
Breach is not cured by the stated date and, unless otherwise modified by the non-breaching party in
writing prior to the cancellation date, no further action shall be required of any party to effect the
cancellation as of the stated date.

If at any step in this process the Contractor fails to
comply with the procedure and, as applicable, the mutually agreed plan of correction, the Agency may
proceed with Breach remedies as listed under this section.

Non-enforcement Not to Constitute Waiver. No waiver of any Breach of the Contract shall be
interpreted or deemed to be a waiver of any other or subsequent Breach. All remedies afforded in the
Contract shall be taken and construed as cumulative, that is, in addition to every other remedy provided in
the Contract or at law or in equity. A party’s failure to insist on strict performance of any section of the
Contract shall only be deemed to be a waiver of rights and remedies concerning that specific instance of
performance and shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent rights, remedies or Breach.

Suspension. If the Agency determines in its sole discretion that the health and welfare of the Clients or
public safety is being adversely affected, the Agency may immediately suspend in whole or in part the
Contract without prior notice and take any action that it deems to be necessary or appropriate for the benefit
of the Clients. The Agency shall notify the Contractor of the specific reasons for taking such action in
writing within five (5) Days of immediate suspension. Within five (5) Days of receipt of this notice, the
Contractor may request in writing a meeting with the Agency Head or designee. Any such meeting shall be
held within five (5) Days of the written request, or such later time as is mutually agreeable to the parties. At
the meeting, the Contractor shall be given an opportunity to present information on why the Agency’s
actions should be reversed or modified. Within five (5) Days of such meeting, the Agency shall notify the
Contractor in writing of his/her decision upholding, reversing or modifying the action of the Agency head or
designee. This action of the Agency head or designee shall be considered final.

Ending the Contractual Relationship.

(a) This Contract shall remain in full force and effect for the duration of its entire term or until such time
as it is terminated earlier by either party or cancelled. Either party may terminate this contract by
providing at least sixty (60) days prior written notice pursuant to the Notice requirements of this
Contract.

(b) The Agency may immediately terminate the Contract in whole or in part whenever the Agency makes
a determination that such termination is in the best interest of the State. Notwithstanding Section
D.2, the Agency may immediately terminate or cancel this Contract in the event that the Contractor
or any subcontractors becomes financially unstable to the point of threatening its ability to conduct
the services required under this Contract, ceases to conduct business in the normal course, makes a
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general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for
its business or its assets.

The Agency shall notify the Contractor in writing of Termination pursuant to subsection (b) above,
which shall specify the effective date of termination and the extent to which the Contractor must
complete or immediately cease performance. Such Notice of Termination shall be sent in accordance
with the Notice provision contained on page 1 of this Contract. Upon receiving the Notice from the
Agency, the Contractor shall immediately discontinue all Services affected in accordance with the
Notice, undertake all reasonable and necessary efforts to mitigate any losses or damages, and deliver to
the Agency all Records as defined in Section A.14, unless otherwise instructed by the Agency in writing,
and take all actions that are necessary or appropriate, or that the Agency may reasonably direct, for the
protection of Clients and preservation of any and all property. Such Records are deemed to be the
property of the Agency and the Contractor shall deliver them to the Agency no later than thirty (30)
days after the Termination of the Contract or fifteen (15) days after the Contractor receives a written
request from the Agency for the specified records whichever is less. The Contractor shall deliver those
Records that exist in electronic, magnetic or other intangible form in a non-proprietary format, such as,
but not limited to ASCII or .TXT.

The Agency may terminate the Contract at any time without prior notice when the funding for the
Contract is no longer available.

The Contractor shall deliver to the Agency any deposits, prior payment, advance payment or down
payment if the Contract is terminated by either party or cancelled within thirty (30) days after receiving
demand from the Agency. The Contractor shall return to the Agency any funds not expended in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract and, if the Contractor fails to do so upon
demand, the Agency may recoup said funds from any future payments owing under this Contract or
any other contract between the State and the Contractor. Allowable costs, as detailed in audit findings,
incurred until the date of termination or cancellation for operation or transition of program(s) under
this Contract shall not be subject to recoupment.
