SUBJECT:  Effective Date of Food Stamp Benefits Processed in Second Thirty Day Period

This transmits revised policy regarding the effective date of Food Stamp benefits when the Food Stamp household is at fault for the Food Stamp application being denied on the thirtieth day, but provides the requested verification or takes the necessary action during the second thirty day period.

Currently, the Uniform Policy Manual states that a reopened Food Stamp case that is found eligible in the second thirty day period is entitled to benefits beginning with the first day of the month following the original month of application.

Under this change, the Food Stamp household is entitled to benefits during the second thirty day period beginning the date the household provides the requested verification or takes the necessary action to complete the application process.
