HUSKY A for Non-Title IV-E Subsidized Adoption Children (D03)



HUSKY A for Independent Foster Care Adolescents (D04)

The Department has created two new Medicaid coverage groups for children under the care of the Department of Children and Families (DCF). The effective date of coverage for these two new coverage groups is October 1, 2004.

The Consolidated Omnibus Reconciliation Act (COBRA) of 1986, gives states the option to provide Medicaid coverage to children provided the child has an adoption assistance agreement (non-Title-IVE) in effect with the State, was receiving or eligible to receive Medicaid at the time the adoption agreement was executed and has a pre-existing need for special medical or rehabilitative care. (IV-E subsidized adoption children are already eligible for Medicaid in Connecticut under the D01 coverage group.)

The Foster Care Independence Act of 1999, gives states the option to provide Medicaid coverage to children leaving foster care on their eighteenth birthday. Known as Independent Foster Care Adolescents, these children must have either received foster care maintenance payments from any funding source or independent living services from a program funded under Title IV-E.

DSS has elected to add the COBRA and Foster Care Independence Act of 1999 optional coverage groups to increase federal matching funds, as all children in these two categories are currently covered by the State Funded DCF (D02) coverage group.

HUSKY A for Non-Title IV-E Subsidized Adoption Children (D03)
The Department will implement HUSKY A (D03) coverage for children who meet the following requirements:

· have an adoption assistance agreement (other than an agreement under Title IV-E) in effect; and

· were receiving or eligible to receive Medicaid at the time the adoption agreement was executed; and

· have a pre-existing special need for medical or rehabilitative care; and

· are under the age of twenty-one; and

· reside in the State of Connecticut.

There are no income or asset tests for this coverage group.

There will be a review of ongoing eligibility for this coverage group once every twelve months. The review will consist of confirmation from the Department of Children and Families (DCF) that the child continues to meet the above requirements.

HUSKY A for Independent Foster Care Adolescents (D04)
The Department will implement HUSKY A (D04) coverage for children who are between the ages of eighteen and twenty-one, reside in CT and meet one of the following requirements:

· are in receipt of a foster care maintenance payment on their eighteenth birthday; or

· have been in receipt of an independent living services payment under Title IV-E.

There are no income or asset tests for this coverage group.

There will be a review of ongoing eligibility for this coverage group once every twelve months. The review will consist of confirmation from the Department of Children and Families (DCF) that the child continues to meet the above requirements.

Case processing for the D03 and D04 coverage groups will be completed by the DSS worker assigned to the Department of Children and Families (DCF).
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
