SUBJECT:   Food Stamp Program Eligibility of Residents of Drug & Alcohol Treatment Centers 

UPM policy previously provided that residents of certain drug or alcohol treatment centers were eligible for Food Stamps if the treatment center was either authorized by FNS as a retailer or was funded under part B of Title XIX of the Public Health Act.

The UPM has been revised to correctly reflect the federal regulation that states that such residents are eligible if the treatment center is eligible for funding under part B of Title XIX of the Public Health Act.  Some drug or alcohol treatment centers may meet the requirement to be eligible for funding under the Act but are not receiving any such funding. Residents of these treatment centers can be eligible for Food Stamps.
