SUBJECT:  Treatment of Burial Funds in the Food Stamp Program

Currently the Uniform Policy Manual states that, for Food Stamp purposes, a burial fund is a counted asset unless it cannot be liquidated during the certification period, and is therefore inaccessible.  

Federal regulations have been changed to exclude as an asset, one burial fund per Food Stamp household member, up to a maximum value of $1,500.  The amount that exceeds $1,500 is counted towards the Food Stamp asset limit.

Please note that irrevocable burial funds continue to be excluded assets.
