SUBJECT:   Exclusion of Motor Vehicles as Assets for the Food Stamp Program

We are issuing policy to implement the provision of Public Act 07-63 that requires the Department to use the alternative motor vehicle evaluation provisions found in the federal regulations for the Food Stamp Program. This alternative provision allows the Department to treat motor vehicles the same for the Food Stamp Program as they are treated for the Care4Kids program.  Under the Care4Kids program, all motor vehicles are excluded as assets. Therefore all motor vehicles are excluded as assets in the Food Stamp Program.   Public Act 07-63 was effective July 1, 2007.
