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POLICY TRANSMITTAL NO.:  UP-08-15
SUBJECT:  Eligibility of Children Under 18 for Federal Food Stamps
This transmittal provides corrected UPM policy to reflect the federal regulations regarding the eligibility for the Food Stamp Program of children who are lawfully admitted non-citizens and who are under the age of 18. Previous policy stated such children were eligible if they had entered the U.S. prior to August 22, 1996.  Corrected policy states that lawfully admitted non-citizen children under 18 are eligible regardless of the date of entry. The Legislative Regulation Review Committee approved this regulation change on June 24, 2008.
EMS processes eligibility for these children correctly.
