POLICY TRANSMITTAL NO.:  UP- 08-26
SUBJECT:  Removal of Liens in the Medicaid program
The Uniform Policy Manual has been amended to eliminate the requirement for removal of liens against real property in the Medicaid program when an institutionalized recipient dies. 

Please note that under certain conditions, regardless of whether we have a lien on the property, we do not recover Medicaid benefits from such property.  We do not recover if the deceased recipient’s sibling is still living in the property and is a joint owner.  We also do not recover if the deceased recipient’s adult child is still living in the property, and such child prevented the recipient from needing institutionalization for at least two years.  We will be revising UPM 7525.10 B. shortly to describe these restrictions to recovery.
