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The assistance unit may include certain individuals if they meet the eligibility requirements for the program.  The following individuals have the option of being included in the assistance unit of the dependent child:



A.
the non-parent needy caretaker relative, who may choose between AFDC and another public assistance program, if qualifications for both are met;



B.
dependent children other than mandatory inclusions who are of acceptable relationship to the caretaker relative, if the caretaker relative chooses to have them included rather than receive assistance for them as a separate assistance unit;



C.
the stepparent and step siblings of an eligible dependent child when the stepparent has no child in common with the parent of the eligible dependent child.
