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A.
An individual is ineligible who transfers an asset for the purpose of establishing or maintaining eligibility.



B.
Transfer of assets policy applies to:




1.
applicants; and




2.
recipients; and




3.
ineligible members of the household whose assets are counted in determining eligibility.



C.
Transfers which affect eligibility are those which occur:




1.
within the 90 days immediately preceding the date of application; or




2.
at any time after application while the application is pending; or




3.
while in receipt of assistance.



D.
A transfer is considered to be for the purpose of establishing or maintaining eligibility if both of the following circumstances apply:




1.
fair market value is not received; and




2.
there is no convincing evidence that the transfer is for another purpose.



E.
A transfer is not considered to be for the purpose of establishing or maintaining eligibility when countable assets including the uncompensated fair market value of the transferred asset are within program limits.
