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1.
If a parent or the only eligible dependent child in the assistance unit is on strike at the time of application, estimate the duration of the strike based on available information.




2.
Explain to the applicant that the effective date of eligibility can be no earlier than the first of the month in which the strike is settled.




3.
Deny the application if there is no indication based on available information that the strike will end within 45 days of the application date.




4.
Explain the right to reapply.




5.
If there is an indication that the strike will end within 45 days of the application date:





(
continue to process as a pending application;





(
grant within the 45 days if the strike is settled;





(
deny on the 45th day if the strike is not settled.




6.
Check eligibility of assistance unit members for Medicaid.




7.
If the eligibility of the unit is not dependent on the striker, grant assistance to the eligible members of the unit, excluding the striker.




8.
Add the striker when eligibility requirements have been met after the strike is settled.
