Fleeing Felons
1. An individual fleeing to avoid prosecution for a crime, or attempt to commit a crime, that is a felony or punishable by death or imprisonment for a term of one year or more is not eligible for State Supplement. 




2.
An individual fleeing to avoid custody or confinement after conviction of a crime that is a felony or punishable by death or imprisonment for a term of one year or more is not eligible for State Supplement.




3.    The prohibitions set forth in subdivisions 1 and 2 of the subsection do not apply if: 

a. A court of competent jurisdiction has:

1. Found the individual not guilty of the criminal offense;

2. dismissed the charges related to the criminal offense:

3. vacated the warrant for arrest of the individual for the criminal offense; or

4. issued any similar exonerating order; or





b. the individual was erroneously implicated in connection with the criminal.

4.  The commissioner may, for good cause shown based on mitigating   
      circumstances, treat an individual referenced in subdivision 1. or 2. of this              subsection as eligible if the offense was nonviolent and not drug-related.

B. Parole and Probation Violators

1.   An individual who is in violation of a condition of probation or parole imposed       under state or federal law is ineligible for State Supplement.

                                 subsection as eligible if the action that resulted in the violation of a 

                                 condition of probation or parole was nonviolent and not drug-related.
