A.
Except as provided under B., the dependent child's parent who is less than twenty (20) years of age and who has not obtained a high school diploma or its equivalent is required to participate in educational activities, including parents who would otherwise be exempt by reason of caring for a child.



B.
Such parents who are eighteen (18) and nineteen (19) years of age are required to participate in training or work activities, not to exceed twenty (20) hours per week, instead of educational activities, if the Department determines that:




1.
the parent fails to make good progress in completing the educational activity; or




2.
participation in an educational program is determined by the Department to be inappropriate, based on an educational assessment and the employment goal established in the employment plan.
