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Time Limits

P-3512.15
The 36-month period is used to measure if an able-bodied adult without dependents (ABAWD), who is not exempt or meeting the work requirements, has received 3 full months of food stamp assistance in a 36-month period.

A. The 36-month periods are:

· February 1, 2006 to January 31, 2009.

· February 1, 2009 to January 31, 2012.

· February 1, 2012 to January 31, 2015.

B. A new 36-month period will begin on the same three-year cycle as indicated in A. above.

C. Review the case, for the months within the 36-month period, to determine if the ABAWD is:

1. Exempt from the time limit as specified in section 3512.10; or

2. Meeting the work requirement, as specified in 3512.05

D. Each month that the individual is not exempt or meeting the work requirement, counts towards the time limit.

E. When the individual has received three full countable months of Food Stamps, as determined in D above, discontinue him/her and send the appropriate letter advising that they are no longer eligible for food stamp assistance.
