Follow steps 1 through 9 for the EW contained on page P-3515.05.




2.
Make a referral to the Bureau of Child Support Enforcement for the collection of medical support regarding an absent parent of any child receiving Medicaid benefits.




3.
Do not make a referral for medical support collection if:





a.
the child is age 18 or over; or





b.
the child is legally emancipated; or





c.
the child is institutionalized, but was living with both parents prior to institutionalization; or





d.
the child is receiving community-based services and is living with both parents.




4.
In situations described in 3c and 3d, make a referral to the Bureau of Child Support Enforcement regarding any parent who was absent from the home prior to the child's institutionalization, or who is currently absent from the home if the child is receiving CBS (Cross reference: 7520.10).
