Condition of Eligibility




As a condition of eligibility, an applicant for or recipient of AFDC or FMA must cooperate with the Department to establish the paternity of any child for whom assistance is requested or received when paternity has not previously been established, except under the following conditions:




1.
when it is determined that there is good cause for failure to cooperate (cross reference: 3515.25); or




2.
when the applicant or recipient receives Medicaid under the Pregnant Women Under 185% of Poverty or Pregnant Women Extension coverage groups (cross references: 2540.45, 2540.48).    



B.
Specific Requirement



When paternity has not previously been established cooperation with the agency is required to obtain either:




1.
voluntary acknowledgment of paternity, or




2.
adjudication of paternity by legal action.



C.
Cooperation



Cooperation in the legal process is demonstrated by the following actions:




1.
documenting the name of the child's father, if known, in an affirmation of paternity signed by the mother; and




2.
assisting an attorney in the filing of a petition to establish paternity; and




3.
appearing as a witness in court or any other proceedings related to paternity; and




4.
providing information or attesting to the lack of information in such proceedings under oath.
