Requirements



An assistance unit is required to cooperate in pursuing inaccessible assets, as determined by the Department.  Cooperation may require one or more of the following:




1.
pursuit of inaccessible assets such as:





a.
property in probate,





b.
jointly owned property,





c.
a trust,





d.
personal property in someone else's possession,





e.
the assets of the community spouse, when there has been an assignment of support rights; (Cross Reference 4025.68)




2.
compliance with the Department's request for one or more of the following:





a.
information about the asset;





b.
names and addresses of people involved;





c.
a petition to the probate court;





d.
an application for compensation equal to the value of the assistance unit's interest;





e.
a letter of demand or inquiry to the current holder of an asset;



B.
Penalty for Noncompliance



Failure to cooperate in pursuing assets as required by the Department will result in one of the following penalties:




1.
If the asset value is known, such as inaccessible assets, the full value of the assets are counted as available to the assistance unit.




2.
If the asset value is unknown, such as an interest in an estate, the adult who fails to cooperate is ineligible.
