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A.
General Provision - AFDC, AABD and MA



An applicant or recipient is required to submit documentary evidence at hand or readily attainable to enable the Department to locate and pursue support from legally liable relatives.



B.
Emancipation - AFDC and FMA



A parent who claims to be relieved from the obligation to support because of the emancipation of a minor child must verify that the minor is emancipated.



C.
Good Cause Claims AFDC and FMA



1.
A claim of good cause for not cooperating for any other reason other than anticipation of serious physical harm, must be verified.




2.
A physical harm claim must be either verified, or, if the individual cannot substantiate the claim, be credible and supported by the Department's investigation.



D.
Penalty for Failure to Verify



1.
An adult is ineligible based on noncooperation who:





a.
fails to submit available evidence as required to enable the Department to locate  and pursue support from legally liable relative; or





b.
fails to substantiate a claim of good cause; or





c.
fails to provide sufficient information on a credible physical harm claim to enable the Department to verify it.




2.
Eligibility of children is not affected by this penalty.
