Property in Probate




1.
Property in probate is inaccessible to an individual only in the case where he or she has an interest in a decedent's estate that is undergoing administration provided that:






a.
the individual does not have the legal right to make the assets available until the probate court completes such administration; and







b.
the individual takes reasonable steps to ensure that the administration of the decedent estate is not unduly prolonged.





2.
In cases described in paragraph 1, the Department takes an assignment of interest under the AFDC and AABD programs (Cross Reference: Chapter 7505).




B.
Testamentary Trusts and Certain Inter-Vivos Trusts




Certain testamentary and inter-vivos trusts may be considered inaccessible to an individual as described at 4030.80.
