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1.
Determine whether there are any disqualified individuals living with the assistance unit, as described in policy.  If no, stop here.  If yes, continue with step 2.




2.
Deem all counted assets of a disqualified individual to the assistance unit if the disqualified individual:





(
is living with the assistance unit; and





(
is either the parent or spouse of an assistance unit member.




3.
In determining the eligibility of the assistance unit, compute the total counted assets of the unit, including those deemed from a disqualified individual.




4.
Compare the figure obtained in step 3 to the FMA asset limit for the appropriate needs group size, not counting the disqualified individual.
