Establish whether or not an AABD applicant or recipient is living with his or her spouse.




2.
Do not regard spouses to be living together under any of the following circumstances:

· one has left the home of the other with the intent of establishing separate residency; or

· both are residing in different rooms in the same boarding home; or

· one is a member of a CBS special needs group.




3.
If an AABD applicant or recipient is living with his or her spouse in the community:





(
add up all counted assets of both spouses;





(
compare this amount with the asset limit for a needs group of two.




4.
Follow the procedures described in step 3 for the month the spouses cease living together.




5.
Do not deem assets from spouse to spouse beginning in the month following the month of separation.




6.
Consider an asset totally available to each spouse for an indefinite period if the spouses are co-owners of the asset, as described in Section 4010.
