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A.
Provisions



1.
The cost of purchasing essential clothing is recognized as a non-recurrent special need when essential clothing has been damaged or is unavailable to an assistance unit that is eligible, or would be eligible for emergency housing payments if such assistance were requested.




2.
Assistance units are required to file a police report if the need for replacement clothing stems from a theft.



B.
Eligible Items




1.
Essential clothing is limited to:





a.
the items and cost standards listed in Appendix I of this section; and

b.  those items immediately needed and otherwise unavailable to the              assistance unit.





2.
The Department does not provide assistance for the replacement of clothing if the loss is covered by a insurance plan.



C.
Standards of Assistance



The standards of assistance for the cost of replacing essential clothing is the sum of the cost standards for the eligible items listed in Appendix I of this section.
