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A.
Provisions




1.
Installation charges required in order to obtain telephone service are recognized as a non-recurrent special need when:






a.
the physical or mental condition of an assistance unit requires immediate access to a telephone in case of an emergency; and






b.
there is no operational telephone within the confines of the unit's residence; and






c.
the assistance unit does not reside in a licensed boarding facility.





2.
In order to qualify for telephone installation on the basis of physical or mental condition, the disorder or disability must be chronic in nature rather than a temporary illness, or the result of a severe injury or illness.




B.
Standard of Assistance




The standard of assistance for emergency telephone installation is the amount charged for the following services, up to the appropriate maximum if indicated:





1.
the standard residential line service connection charge;





2.
a one-time product charge for telephone rental, up to a maximum of $5.00;





3.
the cost of labor, up to a maximum of $23.00;





4.
the cost of one telephone jack, up to a maximum of $4.00.
