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This chapter discusses the applied income and maximum benefit standards of the Food Stamp program.  The standards, which are set by the Federal government, are uniform statewide for assistance units of equal size.



Income eligibility is based on a comparison of the applied income to the Food Stamp Applied Income Limit (FSAIL).



Benefit standards are determined by the Thrifty Food Plan.  The Thrifty Food Plan establishes the maximum benefit payable to an assistance unit.  It represents the minimum expenditure that is necessary to meet an assistance unit's basic monthly nutritional requirements.
