the AFDC basic need standard; and

the personal need standards of the AABD program.

Required Verification




1.
Shelter





a.
AABD and MA assistance units are required to verify the cost of shelter to the satisfaction of the Department.






b.
AFDC assistance units requesting a special needs payment for excess rent are required to verify the cost of shelter to the satisfaction of the Department.





2.
Special Needs





a.
General Statement Regarding Verification






Assistance units may be required to verify any condition or circumstance relating to:







(1)
the entitlement to a special need; or







(2)
the establishment of the assistance standard for a special need.

2.
Special Needs (continued)






b.
Emergency Housing






The assistance unit must verify that it cannot remain in permanent housing for one of the following reasons:







(1)
a court judgement has been rendered against the unit in a summary process action instituted pursuant to Chapter 832 of the Connecticut General Statutes, provided that the action was not based on criminal activity of the assistance unit; or







(2)
the assistance unit has left its current housing arrangement to escape domestic violence; or







(3)
a catastrophic event such as a fire or flood has rendered the assistance unit's current housing uninhabitable; or







(4)
the assistance unit has been ordered to vacate current housing by a local code enforcement official; or







(5)
the assistance unit has left a shared living arrangement when the primary tenant has received a preliminary notice from the landlord, as described in policy; or  







(6)
the assistance unit has left a shared living arrangement when the primary tenant is engaged in criminal activity; or

(7) the assistance unit was illegally locked out of its current living arrangement by the landlord and has filed a complaint with the police concerning such lockout; or

 





(8)
a child in the assistance unit or under the unit's supervision has been found to have an abnormal body burden of lead, as described in policy, and the local director of health has determined that the source of the lead is the unit's residence. 





3.
Failure to Verify





Failure to provide required verification results in non-consideration of the need expense in the determination of eligibility and benefit level.
