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1.
Check that the potential deemors meet the following conditions:





(
parents are living with a minor parent, or minor pregnant woman, who is less than 18 years of age;





(
the step-parent is legally married to the parent of the dependent child and is living with the child;





(
the spouse of the dependent child is living with the assistance unit but is not a member of the unit.





(
the parent who is otherwise a mandated member has been excluded due to not meeting an eligibility requirement.




2.
Calculate the amount of income to be deemed from each of the above deemors in the following manner:





a.
determine all earned income and subtract self-employment expenses, if appropriate, and a deduction for personal employment expenses;





b.
combine the remaining amount of earned income with gross unearned income;





c.
subtract the amounts described in policy relative to the needs of the deemor, others in the assistance unit's home, and payments made by the deemor;





d.
deem the remaining amount to the assistance unit.
