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1.
Establish that the potential deemor is:





a.
a spouse of an applicant or recipient; or





b.
a parent living with an applicant or recipient of Medicaid on the basis of blindness, who is:






(1)
under 18 years of age; and






(2)
is a receiving CBS under a Medicaid waiver.




2.
Check to see if the potential deemor is:





a.
a resident of the same LTCF; or





b.
residing in a different room in the same boarding home; or





c.
is receiving CBS under a Medicaid waiver.




3.
Check to see if the applicant or recipient is expected to return to the home.




4.
Calculate the amount of income to be deemed from the spouse or parents using the same methodology that would be used if the assistance unit were applying for or receiving AABD.




5.
If the assistance unit member is a MCCA spouse, deem the income calculated in step 4 through the month prior to the month of institutionalization.




6.
If the assistance unit is not a MCCA spouse, deem the income calculated in step 4 in each month the deemor lives with the assistance unit including the month of separation, should one occur.
