Federal, state, and local adoption assistance payments paid on behalf of a of an adopted child who is a member of the assistance unit are excluded to the extent allowed by either of the following circumstances:





1.  AFDC, AABD, MA





a.
the funds are intended to meet needs not provided for in the AFDC assistance benefit amount; or






b.
the funds supplement AFDC assistance benefits which are insufficient to meet the special needs of the child.





2.  FS





Adoption subsidies are excluded only to the extent that they are:






a.
reimbursements for: 








(1)
child care while the responsible adult is at work or seeking employment, or 








(2)
medical expenses.






b.
pre-adoption payments for foster children because of the exclusion for foster children.




B.
This income is considered to be that of the child.
