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A.
Income received from the Uniformed Services including the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, Coast Guard, Environmental Sciences Services Administration, and Public Health Service of the United States is counted as income in determining eligibility and calculating benefits.




B.
Uniformed Services income is treated as:





1.
earned income if it is received directly by a member of the assistance unit who is performing duties in the services; or





2.
unearned income, if it is received as a dependent's allotment through someone else's involvement in the uniformed services.




C.
In the AFDC program, dependents' allotments received by the assistance unit from absent parents are subject to assignment to the DHR IV-D Support Program and treated as child support payments.
