The needs group for an AFDC assistance unit which does not involve someone who is applying for or receiving assistance as a pregnant woman consists solely of those who are assistance unit members.





2.
The needs group for an assistance unit comprised of a pregnant woman with no other children receiving AFDC includes those persons who would be mandatory unit members if the child were born:






a.
the pregnant woman; and






b.
the unborn child(ren); and






c.
any other eligible children of the pregnant woman who are living with her; and






d.
the spouse of the pregnant woman if:







(1)
he is the father of the unborn child, or of at least one of the other eligible children above; and







(2)
he is living with the pregnant woman.




B.
AABD Programs




1.
The needs group for an applicant or recipient under the AABD program includes the following:






a.
the applicant or recipient; and






b.
the spouse of the applicant or recipient:







(1)
when they share the same home regardless of whether one or both are applying for or receiving assistance; and







(2)
through the end of the month of separation, should one occur.

AABD Programs (continued)





2.
The needs group for an applicant or recipient under the AABD program excludes the spouse who receives AFDC or General Assistance (GA).




C.
MA Program




1.
FMA




As appropriate to the Medicaid coverage group involved, each of the following persons is a member of the needs group when determining the income eligibility of an FMA unit:






a.
the assistance unit members who are applying for or receiving assistance;






b.
the spouse of a person who is applying for or receiving assistance as a pregnant woman if he is:







(1)
the father of the unborn child(ren); and






(2)   living with the pregnant woman;





c.
the parent of a sibling of a dependent child who is living with the applicant or recipient if FMA assistance is requested for the sibling;





d.
the parent of a sibling of an unborn child who is living with an applicant or recipient if FMA assistance would be requested for the sibling in the month of the unborn child's birth;





e.
the unborn child of a person applying for or receiving assistance as a pregnant woman;





f.
the spouse who is living with an applicant or recipient who qualifies as a Ribicoff child;
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C.

MA Program (continued)






g.
a parent who lives with an applicant or recipient who qualifies as a non-SSI FMA child;






h.
an MAABD spouse of a caretaker relative of an FMA unit when:







(1)
the spouse lives with the caretaker relative; and







(2)
the FMA unit does not include the caretaker relative's spouse;






i.
siblings who do not receive SSI, AFDC, AABD, or GA and who live with an applicant or recipient who apply for or receive FMA under another FMA coverage group.

MAABD





The needs group for an MAABD unit includes the following:






a.
the applicant or recipient; and






b.
the spouse of the applicant or recipient when they share the same home regardless of whether one or both are applying for or receiving assistance, except in cases involving working individuals with disabilities.  In these cases, the spouse (and children) are part of the needs group only in determining the cost of the individual's premium for medical coverage (Cross Reference: 2540.85).




D.
FS Program




The needs group for an FS unit includes only the assistance unit members themselves.
