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A.
Gross Income Test





Income eligibility for working individuals with disabilities is determined by subjecting the individual's gross income to the limit established by the State Legislature.  As of July 1, 2002, an individual’s gross income limit is $6,250.00 per month, or $75,000.00  per year. 



B.
Applied Income Test



Individuals who do not pass the gross income test described in paragraph A are subject to an applied income test.




1.
The applied income limit is $3082.50 per month.




2.
An individual who passes the applied income test meets the income eligibility requirement for working individuals with disabilities.




3.
Applied income consists of the gross income of the individual minus the disregards and deductions described at 2540.85.
