Generally assume that the payee will be the caretaker relative of the AFDC child.




2.
When a minor parent is required to live with a parent, legal guardian or other adult, designate the adult as the payee regardless of who the caretaker relative of the child is, unless the adult does not meet the requirements for protective payee (Cross Reference:  6510). 




3.
If there is more than one qualified person present in the household, allow the assistance unit to designate the payee after considering the following factors:





(
who has primary responsibility for the supervision of the assistance unit members;





(
who is most likely to respond in dealings with the Department;





(
the age of the individual.




4.
Whenever possible, designate an adult member of the assistance unit as the payee.




AABD



1.
Generally designate the assistance unit member as the payee.




2.
If assistance is to be provided to a blind child under the age of eighteen, designate the parent or legal guardian of the child as the payee if one is present.




3.
If the assistance unit member is a resident of a long term care facility, designate the long term care facility as the payee.




MA



1.
Designate the payee according to the same methods used in the AABD program.




2.
If the assistance unit receives cash assistance, issue the head of household medical eligibility card to the payee of the cash benefit.




3.
As a general rule, do not issue the medical eligibility card to a protective payee.
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FS



Designate as payee the head of the assistance unit.
