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A.
Entitlement to a Corrective Payment




An assistance unit containing an individual disqualified from the Food Stamp program for intentional recipient error is entitled to a corrective payment if:





1.
the decision resulting in the disqualification is subsequently reversed; and





2.
the underpayment resulting from the disqualification occurred no more than 12 months prior to the date the Department is notified of the reversal of the decision.




B.
Computation of the Underpayment




1.
The Department computes the amount of the underpayment by comparing the allotment the assistance unit received with the allotment the unit would have received had the disqualified individual been allowed to participate.





2.
The Department makes this computation for each month of the disqualification, not to exceed the time period described in paragraph A.





3.
If the assistance unit participates in an Administrative Disqualification Hearing to contest the Department's allegation of intentional recipient error, the date of the hearing is the date the Department is considered notified of the unit's request for a corrective payment.
