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A.
General Description of Process




The Department computes the amount of the overpayment by comparing the amount of benefits which the assistance unit received and cashed during a month or series of months to the amount the assistance unit should have received during that period.




B.
Benefits Due the Assistance Unit




1.
The Department uses the income actually received by the assistance unit for a month or series of months and the assistance unit's needs during this time in computing the unit's budget for this period.





2.
The Department applies the appropriate disregards and deductions to the unit's income in computing the monthly deficit, as outlined in Section 5000.




C.
Intentional Recipient Error




1.
The beginning date of intentional recipient error is the first day of the month in which an overpayment occurs, if the error is caused either by the assistance unit's misstatement or by the unit's failure to report a change in circumstances in a timely manner.





2.
The ending date of intentional recipient error is the last day of the month in which the Department becomes aware of the error, regardless of whether the Department corrects such error.
