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Impact of Increased Earnings on RMA Durational Limit



If a unit loses eligibility for RMA or Medicaid due to earnings:




1.
Check case information to determine if the assistance unit continues to meet the durational requirement.




2.
Authorize medical benefits under RMA for up to eight (8) months if the unit meets all the requirements.  (Note that on January 10, 1992 the Administration for Children and Families, Department of Health and Human Services, Director of the Office of Refugee Resettlement, pursuant to the provisions of 45C.F.R.400.221 set the durational limit for RCA and RMA to eight (8) months.)




Newborn Children



If a request is made for RMA for a newborn child:




1.
Check case information to determine if the mother of the newborn child is currently a recipient of RCA or RMA.




2.
Determine if the mother is living with the newborn child.




3.
Authorize assistance to the newborn child if all requirements are met.
