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A.
Rights of the Assistance Unit




1.
The assistance unit has the right to file for assistance and to be treated fairly by the Department without regard to the unit's race, color, sex, national origin, age or handicap.





2.
The assistance unit has the right to formally appeal the Department's decision regarding the case disposition.





3.
The assistance unit has the right to have the information treated with the standard of confidentiality established for the AFDC program.




B.
Responsibilities of the Assistance Unit




1.
The assistance unit must provide the Department all required information and documentation necessary to make an eligibility decision.





2.
The assistance unit must permit the Department to verify information.
