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A.
Transitional Child Care is available to families whose AFDC eligibility ends on or after March 31, 1990 due to one of the following reasons:





1.
increased earnings;





2.
loss of income disregards due to time limitations;





3.
increased hours of employment of the unemployed parent.




B.
To be eligible, at least one member of the Transitional Child Care assistance unit must have received AFDC in at least three (3) of the six (6) months preceding the first month of AFDC ineligibility.




C.
The assistance unit must include a child who meets the following conditions:





1.
The child must meet at least one of the following criteria:






a.
be less then 13 years of age; or






b.
be physically or mentally incapable of caring for himself or herself; or






c.
be under court supervision.





2.
A child who is eligible due to a physical or mental disability, or due to court supervision, must meet the AFDC age requirements. (cross reference: 2525)





3.  
The child must meet the AFDC deprivation criteria unless the assistance unit was receiving assistance due to unemployment of a parent at the time of AFDC discontinuance.

4.
The child must be one who would be eligible for AFDC as a dependent child except for one of the following:






a.
the child is not needy;






b.
the child receives Supplemental Security Income;






c.
the child receives IV-E foster care payments.
