Earned Income




Gross earned income of all assistance unit members is counted in determining benefits for Transitional Child Care.




B.
Unearned Income




Unearned income is not used to calculate benefits for Transitional Child Care.




C.
Deemed Income




1.
Earned income is deemed to the assistance unit from a spouse who lives with an assistance unit member.





2.
Earned income is deemed using AFDC deeming policy of step-parents.  (cross reference:  5020)




D.
Income Eligibility




There is no gross or net income eligibility test for Transitional Child Care.
