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A.
General Principles




1.
The rules governing the treatment of income in ConnTRANS are the same as under the AFDC program with respect to:






a.
inaccessible income; and






b.
excluded income; and






c.
applied income, which, under ConnTRANS, consists of gross income minus insurance premiums.





2.
Income is deemed to the individual only from the following persons living with him or her:






a.
spouse;






b.
parents if the individual is under age 18;






c.
children of the individual if they are under age 18 and do not receive SSI.




B.
Consideration of Income and Deductions




1.
Income consists of gross unearned and earned income received or expected to be received during the certification period.





2.
Health insurance premiums incurred by the individual or any person listed in paragraph A.2. are deducted from gross income in the eligibility determination.
