Financial Eligibility Requirements

8090.15
Except for the following, all the requirements for the treatment of assets and income in the federal Food Stamp program also apply to the State-Funded Food Stamp program. 




A.
Treatment of Assets




Assets are prorated among the members of the federal and State-Funded assistance units when:





1.
the non-citizen shares a household with an assistance unit that 
receives federal Food Stamps; and





2.
the non-citizen would be a mandatory inclusion in the federal Food Stamp unit if he or she were eligible for the federal Food Stamp program; and





3.
the asset is jointly owned by members of both assistance units.     




B.
Treatment of Income




1.
Income received by a non-citizen is prorated among the members of the federal and State-funded assistance units when:






a.
the non-citizen shares a household with an assistance unit that receives federal Food Stamps; and






b.
the non-citizen would be a mandatory inclusion in the federal Food Stamp unit if he or she were eligible for the federal Food Stamp program; and






c.
the income is intended to meet the needs of the non-citizen and other household members.  
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B.
Treatment of Income  (continued)





2.
income that is prorated includes but is not limited to:  






a.
AFDC;






b.
TFA;






c.
SAGA






d.
Child support payments, including pass-through payments when the payments are made by the same father for more than one child.





3.
Income paid to a non-citizen is not prorated when the income is paid solely to or on behalf of the non-citizen.





4.
Income that is not prorated includes but is not limited to:






a.
wages or salaries;






b.
unemployment compensation;











c.
workers' compensation;






d.
child support payments, including pass-through payments, made for an individual child;

 




e.
SSDI and SSI benefits.
