Verify all factors of eligibility as required by policy.

Accept the INS I-94 form, "Arrival-Departure Record, Refugee," as   verification of the individual's status as a refugee, providing that the form indicates one of the following:     





(
the individual is paroled as a refugee or asylee under section 212 (d) (5) of the Immigration and Naturalization (I & A) Act; or 





(
the individual is a Cuban or Haitian national paroled under section 212 (d) (5) of the I & A Act.  In this situation, the word "refugee" is not required to appear on the I-94 form in order to meet verification requirements; or





(
the individual is admitted as a conditional entrant under section 203 (a) (7) of the I & N Act; or





(
the individual is admitted as a refugee under section of 207 of the I & N Act; or 





(
the individual is granted asylum under section 208 of the I & N Act.




3.
In the absence of the I-94 form, accept the G-845 form, "Request for Alien Status Information," as verification of the individual's status as a refugee. 




4.
Bear in mind that Amerasian arrivals are issued a temporary I-94 form which has been adapted by INS for use with these individuals.  The modifications to the form include the following:





(
the upper right hand corner of the form is stamped with the notation, "Processed for I-551.  Temporary evidence of lawful admission for permanent residence.  Valid until                .  Employment authorized";





(
a photograph of the Amerasian, or designated family member, is glued to the upper left hand corner of the I-94 form;





(
in most cases, an embossed dry seal is placed in the top center of the form overlapping the stamp and photograph;

(
the informational blocks are completed to indicate the person's name, birth date, country of citizenship (Vietnam), sex, airline and flight number, city where boarded, and U.S. address.




5.
For Amerasians, look for the following additional information on the back of the I-94 form:





(
in block number 20, the A-numbers in the immigrant series beginning with the number "4" are used;





(
special identifying information appears in block number 26 which consists of a stamp containing the word, "Admitted," and the code, "AM1," "AM2," or "AM3" next to the word "Class" on the stamp.  An abbreviation for the port of entry and the date of arrival is handwritten above the word, "Class."

Follow the usual processing and verification procedures for Soviet Jewish Refugees if any of the following situations exit:

the individual has attained lawful permanent resident status; or





(
within the two year period of the MOU, the sponsoring organization fails to provide financial support equal to or in excess of the AFDC standard of need for the size of the assistance unit.

Deny assistance to the individual if the required documentation is not provided.

Institute SAVE verification procedures (P-3099.06).

Accept as verification of good cause any document which is ordinarily accepted for verification of good cause in AFDC for those recipients who have voluntarily quit or refuse a job offer.

Deny assistance to the individual for the period specified in policy.
