Prohibition Against Receiving Concurrent Benefits




1.
Individuals may not receive TFA concurrently with the following programs:






a.
Old Age Assistance;






b.
Aid to the Blind;






c.
Aid to the Disabled;






d.
SSI;






e.
AFDC.





2.
Individuals receiving TFA as a member of one assistance unit may not receive TFA as a member of the same or of another assistance unit simultaneously.




B.
Collecting Benefits From Two or More States




1.
A person found to have fraudulently represented his or her place of residence in order to receive assistance simultaneously from two or more states is disqualified for a period of ten (10) years.  For the purposes of this subject, assistance means benefits provided through the Aid to Families with Dependent Children, Temporary Family Assistance, Medicaid, Food Stamps, and Supplemental Security Income programs.  





2.
Such finding of fraudulent receipt has to have been made through a conviction in federal or state court based upon allegations of misrepresentation of place of residence in order to receive assistance from two or more states simultaneously. 





3.
The period of disqualification begins on the date the individual is convicted in federal or state court.





4.
The preceding prohibition shall not apply with respect to a conviction of an individual for any month beginning after the President of the United States grants a pardon with respect to the conduct which was the subject of the conviction.

Collecting Benefits From Two or More States  (continued)





5.
The disqualification applies to the individual only.  The eligibility of the remaining members of the assistance unit is determined separately from the disqualified individual.  The needs of the disqualified individual are not taken into account in determining eligibility or calculating benefit amounts for the remaining members of the assistance unit.





6.
If the disqualified individual is a parent of a child in the assistance unit, his or her income is deemed to the assistance unit in accordance with the provisions of 8560.15, F, and his or her assets are deemed to the assistance unit as required by 8550.20, D.
