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Family Cap is a reduction in the Standard of Need or the Payment Standard for benefits paid for children under the circumstances outlined below.  Assistance units are subject to the Family Cap standard for children born to the assistance unit under the following conditions:




A.
The child is born on or after the later of the following:





1.
November 1, 1996; or





2.
ten months subsequent to the date of application; and




B.
The parent of the newborn was a recipient of Family Strength, Pathways, or Temporary Family Assistance during the following time frames:





1.
nine months prior to the birth of the child; or





2.
ten months prior to the birth of the child; or,





3.
in the case of premature births, in the month that the child was conceived; and




C.
The newborn child was not conceived as a result of incest or sexual assault; and




D.
The newborn child is not the first child born to a minor parent.  This provision applies to all children in the case of multiple births.
