A.
In accordance with the provisions of this chapter, the Department recovers benefit payments that were correctly made to or on behalf of an assistance unit.  The recovery of incorrectly paid benefits (overpayments) is governed by chapter 8580.




B.
The Department recovers benefits that were paid under the TFA program as well as benefits that were paid under the former Aid to Families with Dependent Children program.




C.
The Department has the legal authority to recover benefits in certain situations using various methods including, but not limited to, assignments, liens, security mortgages and legal action.




D.
Voluntary repayment may occur if no assignment, security mortgage, or lien was taken while the unit was receiving assistance.




E.
The Department only recovers benefits paid to a recipient less than eighteen years of age when the benefits were received improperly.
