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The Department makes a payment for out-of-state transportation on behalf of a TFA recipient under certain circumstances.




A.
Situations in which Payments are Made




A payment for transportation to another state or country is made on behalf of the recipient of TFA if:





1.
the recipient has neither the income nor the assets to pay for the move; and





2.
the Department determines that the move is in the best interest of both the recipient and the state of Connecticut; and





3.
the recipient has relatives who are able, or friends who express willingness to aid in his or her support or other private means of support in the other state or country.




B.
Amount of Payment




1.
The Department's maximum payment for out-of-state transportation is equal to the most economical rate.





2.
The payment for out-of-state transportation is to cover the cost of transporting only the recipient, and does not cover the cost of moving or storing home furnishings, furniture, or other personal property.





3.
The Department's payment for out-of-state transportation is reduced by the amount of any income or assets the recipient has to pay for the move, including an amount equal to the amount of income the recipient receives upon selling home furnishings or other personal property prior to the move.




C.
Restrictions to Payment




1.
The Department pays the cost of the principal mode of transportation across the state line.





2.
The Department does not pay the cost of secondary transportation necessary to use the principal mode of transportation.
