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Families who receive Temporary Family Assistance under the REACH program are entitled to child care benefits when they are necessary to support activities specified in the Employabiilty Plan, or employment.  Child care benefits are also available to former Temporary Family Assistance recipients who need child care because they are working.



This chapter discusses eligibility for child care assistance under the REACH program to the extent the requirements are different from the eligibility rules for current and former AFDC recipients who apply for and receive Job Connection, Work-Related or Transitional Child Care benefits.
