	Re-Entry Recommendation placed on hold to avoid duplicating any 1115 JI Waiver work.  Will resume after that process concludes as needed.  


Jail Diversion Recovery Coaches- current funding expires 6/30/25. Discussed submitting the previously approved recommendation to OSAC now due to funding ending. There was no opposition to submitting the recommendation.  
· Support funding for 3 current coaches and 3 additional coaches to support statewide access at 17 GA courts. Effective 7/1/25. $480k annual x 3 years. Total cost $1,440,00.00
· Youth under 18 will not have access as Jail Diversion is the referral source and they service 18+.
· Dr. Lisa Puglisi offered curiosity around-what are other natural funding sources are available for this service. Is Medicaid offering a similar service? She sent legislation tracking link to follow a proposed Bill.  If approved, in future shift to billable service.
